· The County Council are working towards saving money but still trying to protect front line services.
· There are budget pressures, due to the cost of refugees coming to the County and the duty of care the Council has to provide them with e.g accommodation and all necessary social welfare facilities.   
· Working in partnership with the Parish Council to install double yellow lines as per the extra-ordinary minutes dated 21st October 2015.


162.2	District Councillors A Sadygov  and S Clifford sent their apologies for absence and sent the following report: 

Chancellor Announcement:
			The questions have been raised by yourselves earlier with regards to the announcement by Chancellor George 
			Osborne. The way Business Rates will  be collected and retained is not going to change until mid-2018 or so. I 
			have done my research and from what I have understood, this is not going to affect any local authority in UK in 
			the short or medium term which means that SNC medium  budget plans will remain the same. 
As my report stated at the last meeting the Budget has been approved now for 2016 and 2017 without any major changes.
Due to the limited provision of information we hardly know, at the Council level, of how exactly it is going to work and how exactly it will be shared. We are trapped in headlines at the moment and with more information available I will be able to update the Parish council further.

Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL):
South Northamptonshire Council at the meeting on Wednesday, 21’st October, agreed to adopt the Community Infrastructure Levy, with effect from 1 April 2016. 
CIL will contribute towards providing the necessary infrastructure that assists the delivery of Future Growth proposed, through plan making (including the Council’s new Local Plan, which will be consulted on in the New Year). Currently only those constructing larger-scale residential and other development are required to contribute towards infrastructure such as roads, schools, parks and other public facilities, needed to support their development. Government research shows that only 6% of developments trigger a requirement for such contributions.
The CIL will trigger developer contributions towards infrastructure on most new residential and retail developments, regardless of scale. At the same time this will give the Council greater control and flexibility over where and on what any CIL income is spent to benefit local communities.
Portfolio Holder for planning and environment, Cllr Rebecca Breese has said: “..........SNC has approved the introduction of the Community Infrastructure Levy, to take effect from 1 April 2016. This is a positive decision made to ensure that a wider range of developments contribute to the infrastructure needed to mitigate and reduce the impact on the communities in which the new development is taking place; especially in rural communities. The timescales proposed should give developers, the Council and other affected parties, sufficient time to prepare for this.”
SOLAR FARM just outside Blisworth:
Planning permission for more than 15,000 solar panels in a farmer’s field between Roade and Blisworth has been refused by South Northamptonshire Council (SNC). Members of SNC’s Development Control Committee agreed with officer’s conclusions that the development in open countryside would have had an over-industrialising effect on an undulating rural landscape.
