Below are the main crimes reported during August 2014: 
 

Grange Park Ward:  
Burglary in Dwelling:  Ornaments stolen from property in The Glades. This 
happened between 1am and 7am on 16 August.  

Criminal Damage:    Damage to vehicle in Wake Way. This happened between 9pm 
on 10 August and 9am on 11 August.
